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Spatial Montage Video: Concept Development

Format:

Narrative? Nonfiction? Abstract? Found footage? Hybrid?

Premise:

What is the subject of your video? What story do you intend to tell? What message will your video present?

Interactivity:

What relationship will your individual frames have to one another? How many frames will you utilize? Will content in the frames be “aware” of one another, or separate? Will content in one frame “bleed” into others? How will you encourage the viewer to make associations between frames?

Composition:

How will the frames be composed on-screen? Keeping in mind the rule of thirds, what frame shapes will you use? What sizes will they be? Feel free to diagram here.

Structure:

How will each frame relate to the others over time? Will there be moments of synchronicity? Total synchronicity? Total asynchronicity?

Sound:

How will you use sound to guide the viewer’s attention? Will the sound of a frame drop out while others increase in volume? What sounds will you add to control the viewer’s responses?

Feasibility:

Is this idea do-able by the due date? What is your timeline for production? If using found footage, where will you find you material? Is it easily accessible and transcode-able?
